Blouses must 
be tucked in at all times when worn with sweater or blazer: before, during and after 
school hours on or off campus. This includes weekend events.  

A white camisole must be worn under the uniform blouse. 

FOR SENIOR GIRLS ONLY: French blue uniform blouse with crest. Must be tucked 
in when worn with sweater or blazer. 

Navy pullover sweater with school crest  

Uniform blazer purchased in school store with school crest is optional. 

Black and white saddle oxfords (flat) with white laces, clean and worn properly and 
in good condition. 

White bobby socks (no trim), or navy blue tights (no ridges or patterns or nylon 
hose), or white knee socks 



Senior Girls may wear navy blue knee socks. 

On cold days girls may wear a white turtleneck or long- sleeved undershirt under 
their blouse. Students may not wear coats during the school day.

OTHER DRESS CODE 
 
Dress Code at school sponsored events and activities 
 

As mentioned in the guidelines of Student Conduct above, The Highlands School student 
behaves with personal integrity at all times, on campus and off.  Students are therefore 



expected to dress appropriately not only during the school day but at all school events, on 
campus and off. 

 

Spirit Wear for Spirit Days 
 
The following dress code is authorized for Spirit Days: 
 

 Jeans, khakis, slacks, and skirts may be worn only with approved spirit shirts. 
Boys must wear belts. Skirt length must be at least at the knee.  Shirts must be 
tucked in. 

 Clothing must not be frayed, torn, cut or sloppy. 

 All apparel must fit properly. No clothing that is baggy, over-sized, low cut or 
extremely tight fitting is allowed. No midriffs may be showing.  

 Acceptable footwear includes: 

 Footwear that is neat and clean 
 Dress shoes, loafers, or athletic shoes 
 No flip flops or sandals 

 The complete school uniform must be worn if a student does not choose to wear 
approved spirit wear.  

 

Dances and Formal Events 

 Girls should not wear clothing showing cleavage.   

 Strapless dresses are OK with closed fitting across the bust 

 No midriff exposure 

 The length of the skirt should be at knee length or just slightly above the knee. 

 Sheer fabrics must have a lining.  

 Visitors from other schools must follow the same guidelines. 

Competition Wear such as PSIA, Model UN, etc.  

 Girls should wear clothes that reflect their dignity and good taste.  Clothes should 
not be low cut or tight fitting.   Heels should not be more than 2 inches. Middle 
school girls may not wear high heels.  Skirts should be to the knee. 

Boys should look presentable, wearing a shirt and tie.  In some cases we will ask for students to 
wear their blazer as well.
